Dear Parents/Guardians, 
In Owl & Puffin class we have a session called “Magical Marvellous Me” where it is your child’s time to shine and share information with us. Each child will get one chance per big tern on a Wednesday afternoon. Last term, all the children did an amazing job and we look forward to what they have to show us this year! 
This term, we are focussing on a favourite book from home.
This needs to be a book that can come into school, and hopefully isn’t too precious as we can never promise accidents won’t happen! 
How it will work:
1. Look at the table below for your child’s date- this will show your child’s turn to bring and share their book, so please add it to your diary. (I will put a copy of this letter on our class page on the school website so if you lose it don’t worry you will find it there).

2. On your date, please bring in the book in a secret box or bag. We won’t be sending home special bags this year, instead please use any bag or box you have at home to keep the book secret.  

3. Please help your child to think about what they would like to say about their book. Then come up with 3 clues to describe it so we can guess what it might be, e.g. the name of the main character or where it is set. Practise saying their 3 clues. Reassure them that we are there to help them and support them.

4. On the day – send in your Magical Marvellous Me book in a bag/container with the clues. Your child will then get to sit on the “Comfy teacher’s chair” as they are in charge! They will say their clues, we will guess and your child will say “Maybe” as an answer to everyone. Once all clues are given, your child will show us their book and tell us all about it. We also encourage the class to ask questions for your child to answer. We are there to help them throughout by whispering or repeating clues and giving any support they need to make it a positive experience. 
Magical Marvellous Me has proven to be a wonderful experience over the years and it really helps children develop in confidence to speak to their peers and share information. It also develops children’s speaking and listening skills as they also ask and answer questions linked to the items brought into class. We would like to thank you for your support and if you have any questions, please feel free to ask at the end of a day.
