· Functional Writing: Letters and Postcards home
· Imaginative Writing: narrative story writing about our safari adventures
· Phonics & Spelling will be linked to our Phase 5 (Y1) and Phase 6 (Y2) Phonics learning including speedy sounds, common exception words and dictations
· Punctuation and grammar – exploring different sentence types marked by their punctuation, adding a range of suffixes and identifying word classes (verb, noun, adjective, adverb, conjunction)
· In reading we will be working on tasks linked to our class texts - One day on Our Blue Planet, In the savanna and The Ugly Five. 




In class, we will discuss robots and different ways they are used and learn how simple robots can be operated using buttons and the children will develop the skills to programme a robot with a series of inputs to achieve a desired outcome
